Many military families qualify for 
WIC benefits and are unaware 
that they do.  The income         
eligibility only counts Basic Pay 
and Basic Allowance for         
Subsistence (BAS).  WIC can 
then follow families to their next 
Base assignment including              
Overseas.  WIC will provide a 
(VOC) verification of certification 
so this can be a smooth transfer 
of benefits. 
 
 

Some of the nutritious foods   
provided to women and children 
with a WIC voucher, which can 
be taken to the Commissary or 
grocery stores off-base, include 
fresh produce, milk, eggs, wheat 
bread or tortillas, cereal, beans 
or peanut butter and juice.      
Infants can receive baby food 
and infant formula to supplement 
breastfeeding or in place of 
breast milk if breastfeeding does 
not work out.

Lead is particularly dangerous to 
children because their growing   
bodies absorb more lead than 
adults do and their brains and    
nervous systems are more sensitive 
to the damaging effects of lead.    
Babies and young children can also 
be more highly exposed to lead   

because they often put their 
hands and other objects that can 
have lead from dust or soil on 
them into their mouths. Children 
may also be exposed to lead by 
eating and drinking food or water       
containing lead or from dishes or 
glasses that contain lead,        

Kids run better unleaded! 
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inhaling lead dust from lead-based 
paint or lead-contaminated soil or 
from playing with toys with lead 
paint.  
 
Talk to your pediatrician, general 
physician, or the staff at JCCHS 
about what you can do.  
 
A simple blood test can check your 
child  for lead exposure.  You may 
also want to test your home for 
sources of lead.
